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THREE-YEAR-OLDS
CLASS RATIO: 2 teachers per 14 students

This class is designed to introduce your child to group play, sharing, 
taking turns, following directions and transitions. We use a curriculum 
that follows the Ohio Early Learning and Development Standards with 
art, math, science, games and alphabet recognition built into a fun-filled 
environment! Weekly swim lessons and bi-weekly “Gymsters” program are 
offered as part of the physical component of our program.

AGE REQUIREMENT: Must be 3 years of age by August 1st, 2025, 
and FULLY potty-trained.

CLASS DAYS & TIMES: Tuesday & Thursday mornings: 9 AM-12 PM, 
9:30 AM-12:30 PM, or 10 AM-1 PM

MONTHLY FEE:

FOUR-YEAR-OLDS
CLASS RATIO: 2 teachers per 18 students

This class will help prepare your child for kindergarten using the Ohio 
Early Learning and Development Standards to help them utilize the skills 
essential for their success in elementary school. Weekly swim lessons 
and bi-weekly “Gymsters” program are offered as part of the physical 
component of our program. Once a month, we will also offer a free swim 
day plus a chance to take a Drums Alive class!

AGE REQUIREMENT: Must be 4 years of age by August 1st, 2025.

9 AM-12 PM, 9:30 AM-12:30 PM, 10 AM-1 PM, or 10:30 AM-1:30 PM
